SPRING / SUMMER 2011 RESERVATION PROCEDURES

It is our goal at T.Y. Park's Castaway Island to accommodate the scheduling needs of all camp groups wishing to visit our
facility this season. Please use the following guidelines to simplify the scheduling process and feel free to call with
questions/concerns (954-357-8824).

Step 1. Upon receiving this reservation packet, please read all materials thoroughly before completing attached
forms. Reservations will be taken on a first come first serve basis.

Step 2. Complete the reservation request and fax to 954-357-8863 or email shthomas@broward.org

Step 3. A confirmation will be sent to you via fax or email within two (2) weeks scheduling your field trip dates. The
confirmation letter that you receive MUST accompany your group upon arrival for each of your visits.

Castaway Island operates 4 sessions. Each session is $7.00 per person. Counselors are admitted free at a ratio of 1:10 (1
counselor for every 10 campers over the age of 5) and a ratio of 1:5 (for campers 5 years and under).

Session 2 11:30 a.m. — 1:20 p.m.
Session 3 1:30 p.m. — 3:20 p.m.
Session 4 3:30 p.m. — 5:20 p.m.

The Swim Lagoon is open for camp use from 10:00 — 5:00. Please notify the Reservation Coordinator to schedule a time.



CASTAWAY ISLAND/SWIMMING LAGOON FIELD TRIP
INFORMATION

The following information is both helpful for you and required for reservations. The Director for the Child Care Program/Summer Camp
MUST sign, date, and return this form with the reservation request information in order to process this request. Thank you.
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Approved confirmation information must be upheld (i.e. correct date and time, accurate number of children, sufficient number of
group leaders, and payment in full is due on arrival.) Cash, checks, AMEX, VISA, MC and Discover Cards will be accepted as
payment. T.Y. Park does NOT accept Purchase Orders as payment,

Ratio of 1 adult (18 yrs. or older) per 10 children (age 6 and older) will be strictly enforced. If you have 11 or 12 children you
will need 2 counselors. Ratio of 1 adult (18 yrs. or older) per 5 children (ages up thru 5) will be strictly enforced.

Group leaders are REQUIRED to wear proper swimming attire and physically be in the water interacting with their group
AT ALL TIMES. Pants, blue jeans, blue jean shorts, shorts with buttons (on front or back), ecut offs, or underwear garments
are not permitted.

Once your camp group pays, you can proceed through the front entrance of Castaway Island. Your group will receive an
orientation that will be read to the entire camp by a T.Y. Park staff member, every time you attend the facility. The camp group leader
will then be required to sign the camp rules orientation sheet, to confirm that it has been read and that they understand the facility
rules,

Children must wear proper swim attire. Pants, blue jeans, blue jean shorts, shorts with buttons (on front or back), cut offs, or
underwear garments are not permitted.

Camp identification is required for children and group leaders at all times. This identification item must be worn during the
entire visit, including swimming time.

Use of whistles by your camp counselors is PROHIBITED in the facility.

During every hour beginning at 10 AM, all camps will be required to exit the waler and meet with their counselors for a head count.
An announcement will be made over the PA system for a parent-child check and you will need to exit the water as quickly as possible.

The admission cost is $7.00 per person or $5.00 for Lagoon only. per session. Group leaders within the counselor/camper ratio are not
charged, but are expected to uphold the park rules at all times.

All camper personal belongings must be kept at the camp groups designated meeting area and are not permitted in the Castaway Island
area, picnic area, or other areas the public may use for seating purposes. We strongly recommend leaving all unnecessary items in a
locked bus/van. T.Y. Park is NOT responsible for lost/stolen items.

If an injury or illness occurs, please notify a member of the aquatic staff or a manager immediately.

In the case of severe weather or lightning the entire facility will close, it is your camp group leader’s responsibility to have a set plan
of action to vacate the facility as quickly as possible. You will need to seek shelter on your buses. Your campers need to be able to
gather their belongings and exit the facility in a timely manner. This is an important safety issue that needs to be addressed by camp
group leaders. It is for your personal safety and the safety of your children that we would advise you to have a set plan of action.

Please have your bus driver park in the lot behind the swim lagoon. Do not stand/park blocking the emergency entrance. Bus drivers
do not have to pay the admission fee into the aquatic facility.

Any untrained child must wear a diaper and a vinyl cover over the diaper in order to enter the water. The vinyl covers are available at
the concession stand for $3.00. Huggies Swimmers must also have a water diaper ($2.75 at the concession) over them in order to be
in the water.

Confirmed reservation form must be presented to the cashier each time you attend Castaway Island. You may be refused admission
without it.

A camp leader is required to report to the entrance 15 minutes prior to their scheduled time for an orientation or we will assume your
group has cancelled.

If writing a check, please make it payable to_Board of County Commissioners; please pay the cashier at the Castawaylsland entrance
upon arrival.

Purchase orders are NOT accepted as payment.
Rough playing, climbing rocks or ropes, balls and Frisbees are not permitted at Castaway Island and Swim Lagoon.

Cutting lines, going two at a time down the slides, going down head first or on knees down the water slides, or waiting at the bottom
of the slide or the slide exits are all strictly prohibited.

No flotation devices, water noodles, or arm floats are allowed in either Castaway Island or the Swim Lagoon. Only Coast Guard
approved Life Preservers allowed. Life vest are not allowed on slides.

#* Any group or member of a group not following rules or preventing our staff from performing their duties may be asked to leave.
A letter/phone call will be addressed to their director and future visits may be cancelled.

To be given at entrance
Welcome to T.Y. Park and Castaway Island. For the safety of your camp, we would like to go over a few of our rules.

CASTAWAY ISLAND

i [f there is anyone who cannot swim, please raise your hand. (Note: Ask all non-swimmers to step aside so the counselors can be aware

of whom they are).

Life vests are available at no charge. Only coast guard approved life vests can be used in the water facility.

There is no running anywhere in the facility, rough playing, climbing rocks or ropes, float devices, or water wings allowed in the

water.

No flotation devices, water noodles, or arm floats are allowed in either Castaway Island or Swim Lagoon.

Cutting line, going down head first or on your knees, two at a time, or waiting at the bottom of the slide exits are strictly prohibited.

Do not leave Castaway Island/Swim Lagoon except with your counselor.

Always stay with your group and counselors.

Counselors are responsible for their kids, not the T.Y. Staff. Ratio of one (1) adult (18 yrs. or older) per 10 children (age 6 and

older) will be strictly enforced. If you have 11 or 12 children you will need 2 counselors. Ratio of one (1) adult (I8 yrs. or

older) per 5 children (ages up thru 5) will be strictly enforced.

0. Counselors (not counselors in training) are REQUIRED to wear proper swimming attire and physically be IN the water
interacting with their group AT ALL TIMES. Pants, blue jeans, blue jean shorts, shorts with buttons (on front or back), cut
offs, or underwear garments are not permitted. If children want to ride to slides on the top level, they must be 42 inches tall.

10. Only one (1) at a time down the water slides.
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11. Listen for lifeguard whistles and announcements. Obey the lifeguards at all times. When your session is over, exit the water
immediately and report to your counselor.

12. If you do not follow the rules, the lifeguards will ask you to take a time out or they may ask you to leave the water for the day.

13. If an injury or illness occurs, please notify a lifeguard, member of the aquatic staff, or a manager immediately.

14, Use of whistles by counselors is PROHIBITED in the facility.

15. Please have your bus driver park their bus in the lot behind the swim lagoon. Do not stand/park blocking the emergency entrance. Bus

drivers do not have to pay the admission fee into the aquatic facility.

Swim Lagoon

Same rules as Castaway Island.

Do not wrestle or rough play in or out of the water.

Every hour beginning at 10 a.m., all camps will be required to exit the water and meet with their counselors for a head count. An
announcement will be made over the PA for a parent-child check and you will need to exit the water as quickly as possible.

Counselors must accompany children to the restrooms.

In case the facility needs to close due to severe weather or lightning, it is your camp group leaders responsibility to have a set plan
of action to vacate the facility as quickly as possible. You will need to seek shelter on your buses.

It is advised that counselors take each group to read the rule signs located at the Lagoon and Castaway Island.
