In November, 1999, pursuant to Federal regulations, it was mandated that every county in Florida direct all payments made on Title 
IV-D child support cases, and all payments made pursuant to Income Deduction Orders issued after 1994, to a centralized state 
disbursement unit (SDU) in Tallahassee. While the depository continues to process the payment records, implementation of the new
law caused SED's collection figures to drop significantly, as approximately 70% of all child support cases in Broward County are Title 
IV-D. Due to this statutory change, the effect can still be seen above. This decline should even out once all of the children covered 
under the new regulations reach age 18 and their parents are no longer collecting child support.
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
