COMMISSIONERS OF BROWARD COUNTY, FLORIDA,
SUPPORTING A STATE POLICY OF DIVERSE AND
CLEAN ENERGY ALTERNATIVES; SUPPORTING A
RENEWABLE PORTFOLIO STANDARD THAT INCLUDES
RENEWABLE ENERGY PAYMENTS; PROVIDING FOR
SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE
DATE. .

WHEREAS, the Broward County Board of County Commissioners ("Board")

supports legislation or other initiatives to promote energy efficiency, renewable energy,

clean energy sources, and energy conservation; and

WHEREAS, the Board strongly believes that a clean, diverse, reliable, and

affordable energy supply that moves us toward greater energy security is among the

highest of our nation's priorities; and

WHEREAS, energy and climate change legislation or other initiatives

implemented by the State will impact Broward County's environment, quality of life, and

may have a significant economic impact; and

WHEREAS, the Board supports the U.S. Mayors' Climate Change Protection

Agreement which specifically commits signatories to reduce global warming pollution;

increase the use of clean, alternative energy; advocate for the development of

renewable energy sources; make energy efficiency a priority in government operations;

and help educate the public, schools', other jurisdictions, professional associations,

businesses, and industry about reducing global warming; and

WHEREAS, the 2008 Florida Legislature enacted House Bill 7135, Florida

Renewable Energy Policy, to promote development of renewable energy; protect

economic viability of existing renewable energy facilities; diversify fuel use; lessen
