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SENATE BILL 360

The Community Renewal Act
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Developments of Regional
Impact

A Existing DRIs in Broward have option for
development order to be rescinded, but
must show that currently required
mitigation has been satisfied.

A Pending DRI applications in Broward have
the option to not continue DRI review.

A The above provisions do not apply to
areas within 2 miles of the Everglades.
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Two-mile buffer from
Everglades Protection Area
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Comprehensive Plans

A CIE compliance with financial feasibility is
postponed until December 1, 2011. However,
annual update to CIE is still required.

A Required dispute resolution process to go in
Intergovernmental Coordination Element.

A On request, zoning changes shall be considered
with transmittal of a plan amendment.




School Concurrency

A Capacity of portables count in level of
service calculations, If portables are
Included In inventory of student stations.

A Construction of a charter school is eligible
as a mitigation option.




Extensions for Expired Permits

A Covers permits with expiration date from
September 1, 2008 thru January 1, 2012.

A Extension, upon request, for 2 years
beyond expiration date.

A Request must be made by December 31,
2009
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Extensions for Expired Permits

A Environmental Resource Permits (ERPS)
delegated by State to Broward County

A Build-out dates for DRIs

A Significant changes to SHIP program rules
A But no funding for SHIP in 2010 Budget

Recent Amendment to
County Transportation Element

A Originally adopted by County Commission
on June 24, 2008.

A Challenged by DCA on July 31, 2008.

A Stipulated Settlement Agreement and
revised Amendment adopted by County
Commission on March 24, 2009
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Recent Amendment to
County Transportation Element

A Needed because original Transit-Oriented
Concurrency (TOC) program ends in 20009.

A TOC Districts are now called Transportation
Concurrency Management Areas (TCMAS).

A District boundaries do not change.

A Level of Service Standards in TCMAS are now
mixture of transit capital improvements and
transportation system management efforts.

A Amendment describes process for
addressing impacts on Strategic
Intermodal System (SIS) facilities

A Amendment contains new policies for
planning pedestrian and bicycle projects

A New concurrency fees will be generally the
same or lower than current fees
