





Limited Closure Summary Reports

When petroleum storage tank systems are closed or replaced, or
when secondary containment structures are added (such as spill
buckets), Rules 62-761.800(3) and 62 762.801(4), Florida
Administrative Code (F.A.C.), require that a closure assessment
must be performed in accordance with FDEP's Storage Tank
System Closure Assessment Requirements (STCAR) to determine
if a discharge has occurred.

However, if the site already has documented contamination and
a Site Rehabilitation Completion Order (SRCO) has not been
issued, both Rules indicate that a closure assessment is not
required pursuant to Section A.l.a., STCAR, Rule 62
761.800(3)(b)1., F.A.C., and Rule 62 762.801(4)(b)1., F.A.C.
Instead, documentation of the procedures followed and the results
obtained during the closure activities must be reported in a
Limited Closure Summary Report (LCSR), Form 62-761.900(8),
and in accordance with Section A of the STCAR.

In Broward County we have recently observed that for many sites that are exempt from full closure assessment requirements
(in accordance with Section A.l.a. of the STCAR), the LCSR Form is being submitted without any additional information.
Please note that although a full assessment is not required, complete documentation of the closure activities is still required.
A narrative describing the closure activities and site plans showing the location of the activities must be submitted. Waste
handling manifests must be submitted for any items hauled off site (including tanks, soil, pea gravel, and groundwater). Iffield
screening or laboratory analyses were conducted, the results and lab reports must also be included. Asthe STCAR states, the
LCSR must "describe the work that was performed at the site during the system removal, replacement or upgrade, and
summarize (according to the guidelines described in Section H) any data collected at that time." This information is required
not only by the State storage tank regulations, but also by other sections of the Broward County Code that apply to storage tanks
and hazardous materials.
