











Twentieth Annual Ocean Watch Reef Sweep

Members of the Broward County Environmental Protection and
Growth Management Department participated in the Ocean
Watch Foundation’s 20" Annual Reef Sweep on June 14, 2008.
David Stout, Pat Quinn, and Robert Carew (Natural Resources
Planning and Management Division), along with Leigh Ammon
and Paul Waite (Pollution Prevention, Remediation and Air
Quality Division), helped clean up Barracuda Reef just east of
Port Everglades. Scuba diving off of the County’s boat, the T.S.
Sullivan, we were able to bring up approximately 167 pounds of
trash, including 107 pounds of steel cable that had been dumped
on the reef. The refuse also included dozens of clusters of
fishing line (with lead weights and hooks), fishing poles, boat
parts, bottles and cans, hand tools, and a cellular phone.

Overall, 725 volunteers cleaned up over 4,790 pounds of trash from Broward County’s reefs and beaches. This year, one
of the most unusual items found during the Reef Sweep was a plastic anatomical model of a human skull. For more
information on the Ocean Watch Foundation, please visit their website at http://www.oceanwatch.com.
