I. 
The meeting of the Resource Recovery Board Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) was called to 
order by Brad Kaine, Chair, at 9:11 a.m. on December 16, 2008, at Coconut Creek Community 
Center. Roll call was taken and a quorum was present.  

 
II. 

CALL TO ORDER 

On motion of John Benton, Unincorporated Broward County, and seconded by Ken Resor, 
TAC Alternate, City of Oakland Park, and unanimously carried, the committee approved the 
Technical Advisory Committee minutes of November 18, 2008.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

 
III. CITIZEN INPUT 
Mr. Kaine requested that anyone in the audience who wished to speak on anything not on the 
agenda come forward. No input was offered. 

 

IV. STATEMENT OF MEETING OBJECTIVES 

Mr. Kaine told the group that today’s meeting would be relatively brief and would include items that 
required discussion and updating. He said they needed to finish discussing any Strategic Planning 
items that remained, and encouraged members to stay for the Strategic Planning Workshop 
immediately following today’s TAC meeting. He said they were trying to get some final direction so 
the item could go forward to the Resource Recovery Board. Hopefully, it will be in the form of a joint 
workshop where they could have some good dialogue and generate ideas on the future of the 
disposal district. He thanked everyone, including Malcolm Pirnie, for their participation in the 
Strategic Planning Workshops.

RRB EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR'S REPORT 
Ron Greenstein, RRB Executive Director, told the committee that the “put or pay” commitment had 
been met this year.  

He thanked County staff for their hard work putting together and helping to close the Materials 
Recovery Facility (MRF) agreement with Waste Management (WM). He also thanked WM and Brad 
Kaine for his involvement. He said they had been tough negotiations, but a good deal had been 
struck. WM stayed with their $58.50 a ton.    

He told the members that some of the items on the December 18, 2008 RRB agenda would be: 

The Form Agreement for the Recycling Grants for FY ‘0

• 

9. He said this was something TAC 
had not yet approved, but he anticipated they would approve at today’s meeting and wanted 
to be prepared to present it to the RRB.  

Development of a Solid Waste Management Plan.

• 

 He said they needed to come up with the 
authorizations and a way to fund it, and would be asking the RRB to help.  

Resolution Supporting the Recycled Glass/Beach Renourishment Project.

Mr. Greenstein brought the members up to date on the Wheelabrator negotiations.  He said Malcolm 
Pirnie had prepared a draft report (response) to the 12 questions that were asked by the RRB, and 
that County staff was reviewing them. He said there had been discussion on some of the items, and 
a copy had been sent to Wheelabrator for their response. He recommended one more negotiation 
attempt during the first week of January between Mayor Eric Hersh, Troy Gies, Gene Steinfeld and 
himself. The results would be brought back to the RRB on January 15th with a motion to allow the 
County to go out for a Request for Letters of Interest (RLI).  

 

VI. RRB DISTRICT COUNSEL REPORT 
Eugene Steinfeld, RRB District Counsel, told the committee that the status of the Southern Waste 
System lawsuit was unchanged. He said there would be more discovery starting in the new year.  
 
He said they would propose a couple of amendments to the Plan of Operations in the new year. He 
also said that a rule change in the Florida Department of Environmental Protection was coming out 
which would specifically interpret industrial byproducts to exclude construction and demolition (C&D) 
material. He said he thought they would hold a public hearing and ask for comments, but that he did 
not know if that hearing had yet been scheduled. 
 
 
 

 He acknowledged 
that TAC had voted 11 to 8 against continuing to fund the project, but said this would be the 
last year they would be asked to contribute funding of this kind - $216,535.02 - for testing. He 
believed the only way they could bring a company to Broward to process the glass into sand 
would be to complete the required testing. If they could do so, there was grant money that 
could be applied for, perhaps $1,000,000 every year or two. 

VII. 
Administration Subcommittee 

Rich Michaud, City of Coral Springs TAC Representative and TAC Administration Subcommittee 
Chair, said that his subcommittee continued to work on the Strategic Planning process and the term 
sheet for a new Interlocal Agreement (ILA). He said that today they would see the draft which would 
be presented to the RRB Chair next month and then, hopefully to the RRB. He said that, before the 
draft went before the RRB, it was important that that the TAC members all look at it from the 
following point of view: “is this going to be acceptable to my city?”  

STRATEGIC PLAN SUBCOMMITTEE REPORTS 
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Mr. Michaud told them he would resume regular TAC Administration Subcommittee meetings 
beginning February 9, 2009 at 10:00 a.m. in Government Center West. 

 

Infrastructure Subcommittee 
Greg Turek, City of Hollywood TAC Representative and TAC Infrastructure Subcommittee Chair, 
deferred to Mr. Kaine, Infrastructure Vice Chair, as well as the TAC Chair, for a report.  
 
Mr. Kaine said the Infrastructure Subcommittee had met the week before and discussed the 
following: 
 

• The Solid Waste Management Plan that would be on the RRB December 18, 2008 meeting 
agenda:

 

 He said they needed a mapped-out plan for the future, and that most districts had 
such plans. He said this was to get the collective scope of what they were trying to do from 
here through the next 10 or 20 years. He said this would be similar to strategic planning, but 
more fine-tuned as to the specifics of a solid waste plan. He said they would put together a 
special committee to do this, and hoped there would be a lot of participation. 

• A review that MPI did of all of the available sites:

 
   

Mr. Kaine said that there are a few people who routinely participate in Infrastructure meetings, but 
stressed the importance of more participation by the members. He said that a lot of important things 
are going to come through the subcommittee, particularly as the assets and liabilities study goes 
forward and more functional decisions need to be made at the subcommittee level. 
  

Programs Subcommittee 
John Benton, Unincorporated Area TAC Member and TAC Programs Subcommittee Chair, said that 
his subcommittee approved the FY ’09 Recycling Grant Application Process and needed a motion to 
approve it from TAC. The grant was capped at $5,000 per city.  
 
MOTION WAS MADE by Susan Dean, Town of Davie, to approve the FY ’09 Recycling Grant 
Application Process and seconded by Greg Turek, City of Hollywood; but MOTION FAILED when 
Rich Michaud, City of Coral Springs, asked why the grant was capped at $5,000 per city and a 
lengthy discussion ensued.  
 
There was much discussion and Mr. Greenstein clarified that the $75,000 that was designated for 
the fund had not all been used in prior years, and that member cities could request the approval of a 
grant larger than $5,000. The consensus was that the cap should be removed, and Mr. Greenstein 
said there needed to be a motion removing the cap. 
 
MOTION WAS MADE by Scott Sundermeier, City of Coconut Creek, to remove the $5,000 
maximum language in the Recycling Grant. The motion was seconded by Kenneth Resor, 
Alternate, City of Oakland Park, and after brief discussion, the motion passed unanimously. 
 
Mr. Kaine said they now needed a motion to approve the Recycling Grant as amended. 
 
MOTION WAS MADE by Ms. Dean and seconded by Ms. Siew-Narine, to approve the FY ’09 
Recycling Grant Application Process, as amended. Motion passed unanimously. 

 Mr. Kaine talked about the District sites that 
have been evaluated for such things as location, traffic congestion, etc. He said they needed 
to focus on how to take some of the properties and put that information into the RFP using 
language that would identify the properties as suitable for certain types of operations, 
whether it be conversion technology or another type of recycling operation. 
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Mr. Benton told the group that the next subcommittee meeting would be held on January 8, 2009, as 
a Single-Stream Recycling Workshop. They would discuss education and what the cities would do 
going forward: Would they continue with dual stream? Single-stream with bins? Single-stream with 
carts? He said they would invite the haulers who have municipal contracts at this time, and get their 
input on what is necessary on their end. Mr. Benton pointed out that cities might be ready to do 
something on October 1, 2009, and haulers might not, so discussion on some of those topics, as 
well as carts, would be essential.  
 
Mr. Kaine explained to the members that some of the concessions that were made in the negotiation 
process were to allow cities, if interested, to start single-stream earlier than October 1st.  He told 
them that this workshop would be critical for those cities with regard to the educational component, 
and other issues. 
 
 

VIII. 

Assets and Liabilities Study 
Mr. Greenstein said there was some closure work that needed to be done with the County auditor, 
but work had started. He said that, hopefully, they would start seeing results soon.   

 

Strategic Planning Update 
Mr. Greenstein said he had been asked about the next steps regarding the strategic plan.He 
suggested to the TAC Chair that he and the Chairs group meet with Commissioner Lieberman to 
make a presentation. From there, a workshop could be held.  

 
 

MRF Update 
Peter Foye, WRS/RCAD Director, told the group that a summary memo was in today’s TAC agenda 
package. The entire Amended and Restated Agreement between Broward County and Waste 
Management, Inc. of Florida for Materials Recovery Facility was in the Resource Recovery Board 
December 18, 2008 meeting agenda package. He stated that highlights of the final terms included: 

OLD BUSINESS 

• WM and the County agreed that single-stream programs could use rear-loader packer 
trucks, provided such vehicles were clearly distinguishable from those that collect solid 
waste. 

• WM and the County agreed that deliveries that contained more than 10% non-program 
materials could be rejected. 

• WM agreed to access for data review and scale house oversight visits, as well as “walk-
through” viewings.  

 

IX. 
Malini Siew-Narine requested, for the record, that Phil Bresee, Broward County WRS/RCAD 
Recycling Programs Manager, provide a report on what had transpired at the Florida Department of 
Environmental Protection’s meeting in Orlando on September 22, 2008. Mr. Bresee had attended 
this first meeting to discuss the State’s new goal of 75% recycling by 2020 and informed the group 
that he would prepare a report for TAC. 

NEW BUSINESS 
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Ms. Siew-Narine requested an update on the status of the ARC contract. Mr. Greenstein informed 
her that it was a County contract and asked Mr. Foye to give an update. 

Mr. Foye said that another extension period had not been built into the contract, and that they would 
proceed as if they were going to go to bid. He said they were working on a contract to basically 
continue all the same services they have now, and that they saw ARC as a viable candidate in the 
competitive process. He said that the scope of services and negotiated new rates would be part of 
the process. He said they are meeting with Purchasing staff and preparing to do something in the 
early part of 2009. He said they intend to have something in place by October 1, 2009, when the 
current contract expires.

INFORMATIONAL ITEMS 

• MRF Quarterly Distribution Report – FY 2008 4th Quarter (pages 23 - 24 of December 16, 
2008 TAC Agenda) 

The committee had no questions regarding the staff report above. 
 
Mr. Kaine informed the group that Ms. Siew-Narine had resigned as Co-chair of the Programs 
Subcommittee. He said she had done a fantastic job and that it was nice having the Town of 
Southwest Ranches’ representative be the co-chair and stay actively involved. He said her energy 
and spirit were much appreciated and that her leadership would be missed. He told the members 
that Ms. Siew-Narine would continue to serve as Southwest Ranches’ TAC representative. 
 
Mr. Kaine informed the group that the City of Deerfield Beach would host the February 24, 2009

XI. ADJOURNMENT 
 
There being no further business to come before the Committee at this time, Mr. Kaine wished 
everyone a very happy and healthy holiday season and adjourned the meeting at 9:54 a.m.  
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manufacturers’ need for packaging are creating an overabundance of inventories at MRFs and processors.  The 
credit dilemma has also impacted end-user mills’ availability to make plant upgrades and additional purchases 
which have further driven prices downward.  RCAD staff continues to monitor the state of the markets and 
frequently communicates with WM-RA and other municipal recycling mangers.   
 
MRF Operations 
 
MRF Inspections – Monthly MRF inspections continue to be conducted by Malcolm Pirnie, Inc. (MPI).  A rolling 
punchlist has been developed for the Reuters facility that is continuously utilized and updated.  MRF operational 
issues including site conditions, scale systems, processing subsystems, maintenance, and safety are recorded and 
provided to WRS.  Monthly meetings between RCAD, MPI and WM-RA are regularly held to follow-up on 
inspection reports as well as to address other MRF operational issues.  RCAD staff continues to inspect the WM 
Delta transfer stations with emphasis on traffic patterns, queue times, facility signage, tipping area room, and 
scalehouse procedures.  Observations are recorded onto a site conditions checklist.   
 
MRF Residue – WM-RA does not provide total residue tonnages, however sends at least 5% of the MRF residue 
to the WTE plant.  Without access to the residue tonnages sent to other disposal facilities it is difficult for RCAD 
staff to determine the MRF’s overall residue rate.  RCAD staff, in cooperation with MPI, continues to discuss 
options for isolating and determining overall RRS’ residue.  It is worth noting that the combined rejects and 
residue as a percentage of total outbound materials totaled 6.98% during the October 2007 MRF Demonstration 
Tests (which sorted only RRS material).
