RE:  COUNTY PARKS RECYCLING PROGRAM – FY 2006 YEAR-END REPORT 
 
This memorandum details the status of the County Parks Recycling Program in FY 2006.   
 
Summary & Background:  Recycling has been made available for patrons at regional County Parks with 
standardized and specialized recycling bins being utilized.  Targeted park amenities include pavilions and 
shelters, picnic areas, assembly halls, camping areas, and other areas where commingled recyclables 
might be generated.  Approximately 8 tons of commingled materials were recovered during FY 2006.  
The Resource Recovery System has funded the program which includes container purchases, collection 
and processing costs, staffing and personal services and program outreach.   
 
Participating Parks:  A total of 16 County parks participated in the program in FY 2006.  This includes 
all parks in the Southeast District, four out of five parks in the Southwest District (the County’s busiest), 
Quiet Waters Park and Tradewinds Park in the North District, and Plantation Heritage, Easterlin, Delevoe, 
and Secret Woods Park in the Central District.  Table 1 details the parks (by district) currently 
participating in the program.  Parks were phased into the program with the SE district parks coming on-
line in March 2005.  All County parks were participating by August of 2005. 
 
Program Collections and Operations:   An estimated 8 tons of commingled recyclables were collected 
from County parks during FY 2006.  Revenues earned from these materials totaled $1,365. A total of 282 
bins are currently being used throughout all parks.  The number of recycling bins in each park is roughly 
based on the number of park amenities, such as shelters and pavilions, RV areas, aquatic areas, etc.  
Additional bins have been added through out FY 06 based on request from park managers and 
maintenance supervisors.  All parks have been provided with 32 gallon blue “Brute” recycling bins 
equipped with special lids to minimize contamination. Each individual park requires special attention 
based one their requirements such space restrictions.  Some parks are also utilizing the 32 gallon blue bins 
along with a lesser number of soda bottle styled recycling bins and “Super Sorter” recycling bins with 
rubber gasket restricted openings (pictured below).

Recycling bins from park amenities are emptied during weekends, with emptying occurring during the 
week only on an as-needed basis. Parks operations staff empty recyclables from the bins and transfer the 
materials to centralized recycling containers (roll-offs or 96 gallon carts) typically located in maintenance 
yards.   
 
Roll-off containers – where parks staffs deliver the recyclables collected throughout the park – are located 
at large, regional parks including TY, West Lake Park, Markham, CB Smith, Tree Tops, Quiet Waters, 
and Tradewinds.  There were 6.5 tons of recyclables collected through the roll-offs in FY 2006.  The 
smaller parks transfer their materials to the roll-offs.  Due to space restrictions Brian Piccolo and Easterlin 
Park are being serviced with 96-gallon roll-out carts collected along with their cities multi-family 
recyclables.  The amount of recyclables collected from carts as part of city multi-family recycling routes 
is estimated at 1.5 tons.

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Program promotions and Parks Staff Training:  RCAD continues to keep park superintendents, park 
managers, and maintenance supervisors up-to-date on recycling procedures through follow-up orientation 
meetings.  This is to ensure the program runs smoothly and employees are aware of program usage and 
contamination issues.  These meetings are coordinated with the individual park managers and are 
presented in formats recommended by them.  Most meetings included PowerPoint presentations and 
giveaways of promotional items to parks employees. 
 
RCAD continues to distribute recycling flyers and recycling bin labels to all parks.  Other promotional 
approaches include use of retractable banners, electronically lighted banners, and promotional items. 
 
Parks Recyclables – Quality/Contamination:  Two material sorts have been conducted in FY 06 
including one in January at Quiet Waters Park and one at Markham Park in late March.  The results were 
encouraging and showed that contamination levels are low (6%). 
 
The average of the two samplings also found that PET plastic and glass bottles each comprised 
approximately 80% of the materials sampled while aluminum cans was approximately 14%.  Figure 2 
below depicts the breakout of percentages.

Program Challenges:  Parks and Recreation Department is regularly relocating staff and adding new 
employees to various parks; program orientation is important to new employees and updating staff that 
has been moved to new parks.  Each park requires individual attention due to the uniqueness of location, 
amenities, and demographics.  Impacts from Hurricane Katrina and Wilma effectively shut down the 
program in many parks for a period of weeks in early FY 06.   
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FY 2007 Future Plans:  Our focus for FY 2007 is to continue increasing tonnage in the Parks Recycling 
Program and Reduction of contamination.  RCAD will continue to provide up-to-date information to park 
managers and maintenance staff to educate them on proper procedure.  We will also continue to provide 
recycling services for events held in county parks and pursue promoting the Parks Recycling Program 
through joint efforts with the Schools Recycling Program and “Litter Free Events” at County Parks, 
managed by the Adopt-A-Street Program. 
 
RRS City Parks Programs:  Based on a grant program established by the TAC Parks Recycling Ad-Hoc 
Committee, funds were made available to Partner Cities for recycling efforts in city parks.  The funds are 
to be used to establish recycling within city parks or to enhance existing programs.  The cities of Sunrise, 
Deerfield Beach, Fort Lauderdale, Coconut Creek, Oakland Park, Miramar, Plantation Tamarac and 
Margate, as well as the Town of Davie, were awarded funds.  A total of nearly $50,000 was awarded.  
Most cities are utilizing the money to fund container purchases and contract services.
