Key Findings – Telephone Survey 
(Conducted August 2005) 
 
Of the 400 Broward County residents surveyed: 
 
95.5% of participants view solid waste disposal as an important environmental issue. 
 
76.5% of participants believe that it is everyone’s responsibility to reduce waste and 
dispose of garbage using an environmentally friendly method. 
 
84.3% recycle at home. 
 
97.5% of participants agreed with the statement: 
“Recycling is one way that I can personally help to reduce the amount of waste that needs 
to be disposed of in my county.” 
 
97% of participants agreed with the statement: 
“We should be able to recycle not just at home, but at schools, work, parks and beaches.” 
 
84.9% of the participants who recycle at home stated that they recycle because it saves 
energy and helps conserve natural resources. 
 
42.9% of the participants who do not currently recycle at home stated that lack of a 
recycling bin was the cause.  
 



 
 

73% of the participants who do not currently recycle at home stated that they would be 
more likely to recycle if they knew that recycling actually made a positive difference for the 
environment. 
 
 
Focus Groups 
Two focus groups were conducted in September 05. The first group was multi-family 
residents and the second was business owners/managers.
