Further to the Update Report in the 12/08 TAC Agenda package and discussion at the TAC meeting, the attached
letter from FDEP depicts the State’s ranking of the Beach Glass project for 2007-08.

Through Steve Higgins and Broward County Environmental Protection Department, and using the prior budget
estimates from Malcolm Pirnie, we had forecast project costs of $265,000. This included $75 K for design and
permitting, $150 K for construction and $40 K for monitoring. You'll note the State only considered the monitoring
element and did not rank the project very high.

We are currently re-examining project costs for the remainder of FY 2007 and the forecasted FY 2008 costs. We
are still awaiting the amended Grant Agreement from FDEP that would finalize the additional $100 K provided by
the State in 2006-07, which would extend the match until 7/1/2007. We will provide a more complete
Stakeholders Report in early January 2007.

As mentioned in the TAC Report, the Abiotic Test conducted earlier this year had positive results. The Report has

been forwarded to FDEP and the results will be included in the upcoming Joint Coastal Permit Application, which
should be submitted to multiple State and Federal Agencies this month.
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
