A meeting of the Broward Solid Waste Disposal District (BSWDD) Resource
Recovery Board was held on Thursday, March 20, 2008, at 2:00 p.m., in
Room 430 of the Broward County Governmental Center, Fort Lauderdale,
Florida.

1. CALL TO ORDER

The Chair called the meeting to order and declared a quorum present.

The Chair welcomed two new members to the RRB, Commissioner Beam Furr
from the City of Hollywood and Commissioner Lou Sarbone from the City of
Coconut Creek, who replaced Mayor Bober and Commissioner Dearing,
respectively.

The Chair also announced that there is a vacancy for Vice Chair, and following
the approval of the minutes, would like to hear nominations.
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2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Minutes from January 17, 2008 RRB Meeting
On motion of Mayor Hersh, seconded by Mayor Naugle
and unanimously carried, the RRB approved the minutes of
January 17, 2008.

ELECTION OF RRB VICE CHAIR

On motion of Vice Mayor Gold, seconded by Mayor Naugle and
unanimously carried, the RRB elected Commissioner Scuotto to serve as
Vice Chair.

CITIZEN INPUT

(No citizen input given.)

4. RFEEI PRESENTATION - Malcolm Pirnie

At this time, Mr. Sandy Gutner, Malcolm Pirnie, put on a PowerPoint presentation
for the Board.

(Mr. Greenstein, Executive Director, handed out a hard copy of the presentation.)

(A copy of the presentation is filed with the supplemental papers to the minutes
of this meeting.)

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Before the Chair recognized Board members for comments and/or questions,
she commented that at the last RRB meeting, the Board had asked TAC to
review the RFEI responses and asked Mr. Kaine for his report.

Mr. Kaine, TAC Chair, commented that in conjunction with the presentation just
given, everything seen here today has been a joint effort between WRS staff,
TAC members and the consultant, Malcolm Pirnie.

Mr. Greenstein added that the next RRB meeting in May will be a joint meeting
with TAC dealing with the strategic plan and the RFEI.

Additionally, Mr. Greenstein informed the Board that a Needs Assessment was
sent out with only eight cities having responded. Response time will be extended
one week past the original deadline of March 21%

The Chair requested a copy of the Needs Assessment be forwarded to each city
Mayor whose city manager has not responded, and also, if it is a Resource
Recovery Board city that has not responded, to also copy the TAC member as
well.

The Chair and Mr. Greenstein commented that they will be attending a meeting
on March 21, 2008, with the property owner who had the prior BFI Waste
Management location in Davie concerning the MRF. Depending upon the
outcome of that meeting, an RLI, RFP or RFQ could be on the next Board
agenda concerning the MRF using that facility.

At this time, Mr. Gutner answered any questions posed to him by the Board, such
as explaining:

e The Strategic Planning Group is comprised of seven members, mostly city
members.

e Greenhouse gases have different impacts.

e Approximately 95 percent of district waste goes to the Waste Energy
facility.

e Electric Plasma (super high heat) is used to vaporize waste and creates a
gas that can be collected and used to create electricity.

e The status of the St. Lucie project is not moving forward very quickly.

Commissioner Scuotto commented that this Board, the cities, and the county lack
direction, and questioned why companies would want to put in hundreds of
millions of dollars into a system when there are not agreements in place between
all the cities and the county.

Commissioner Scuotto also questioned who set up the Forman Property
Proposal for the MRF and was any RRB members informed about the meeting.
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There is a contract with Waste Management that is going to end in 2009. There
has been no discussion on the direction of the MRF.

The Chair responded that this Board had had discussion and asked if it was
viable for the RRB to lease or acquire the former site that was occupied by BFI
and Waste Management. As the Chair, she set up this meeting and asked the
Executive Director to attend it with her, to see what the terms and conditions are,
so they can bring this back to the RRB with additional information.

With regard to the Alpha 250 property, spread sheets were given out to the RRB
at a previous meeting which talked about the financial viability issue. In the
categories that were discussed with Malcolm Pirnie, issues have been raised
concerning financial viability, but there are some companies, though not all, that
have sufficient financial viability. There are a number of reasons why companies
may be interested in pursuing technology here, whether or not it's at market rate
open to everyone of the 31 cities or just the RRB. The purpose of the RFEI was
just to get a snapshot in time of what the technologies are that are available.

With regard to the Alpha 250 site, Mr. Steinfeld, BSWDD Legal Counsel, added
that he had sent out a memo approximately two years ago as to the exact zoning
requirements within the City of Pompano Beach. There was disagreement
regarding zoning rights.

The Chair commented that this Board was not unanimous in the transfer of the
Alpha 250 site. One of the issues was the site had some significant development
rights, and questioned what development rights remain with the property that the
RRB owns.

Mr. Steinfeld responded that the square footage that was transferred to the
school district was transferred from the Alpha 250 parcel that remains within the
ownership of Broward County, which is an asset of the Resource Recovery
System.

The Chair requested that Mr. Steinfeld’s memo, which dealt with the rights and
discussions with the City of Pompano Beach, be copied to the members of the
RRB and put on the next agenda for discussion.

Mr. Steinfeld agreed to update the memo and have it available for the next
meeting.

In response to a comment made by Mayor Hersh, the Chair stated that she
would like to create a subcommittee to look at contract options with
Wheelabrator, and asked Mayor Hersh to Chair the subcommittee. Because
Mr. Kaine also comes from the City of Weston, Mr. Kaine and the Chair agreed to
have Troy Gies, the Vice Chair of TAC, be on the committee. The Chair asked
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they all work together with the Executive Director and RRB attorney and bring a
report back to the RRB.

Secondly, the Chair brought up the Strategic Policy and Action Plan which TAC
is working on, which would come before the RRB for adoption. Without objection,
the RRB agreed to have TAC look into the goals, objectives and mission
statement for the RRB to adopt, modify or take forward.

5. TAC CHAIR REPORT

Minutes from January 8, 2008 TAC Meeting

Mr. Kaine reported that all the members through the subcommittees continue to
work hard on current items and developing new and additional programs to really
increase recycling rates in Broward County. The Strategic Planning Committee
and all the subcommittees have a series of events that are being worked on.

Mayor Hersh commented that there are items on today’s agenda that are TAC
recommendations from their February meeting, but the minutes are unavailable.
The minutes for agenda items that were discussed at recent TAC meetings need
to be available to the RRB.

Mr. Greenstein responded that he will delay, by one month, any non-time
sensitive item, before it comes before the RRB.

The Chair pointed out that at the January 8" TAC meeting, a motion was made
that an outside consultant be hired to form an assets and liability analysis of the
Resource Recovery System, and questioned the status.

Mr. Greenstein responded that two companies have been spoken to who will be
putting on a bio-presentation. There were questions on whether or not a forensic
accounting firm is needed to look at this component or just a straight accounting
firm. Two forensic accounting firms will be going through the assets and
liabilities and paperwork, and at the next Board meeting there will be a
presentation by these two companies.

Based upon responses received from the RFEI, Mr. Kaine added that the
infrastructure subcommittee has been discussing ways to evaluate districts and
county assets. That is something that is being diligently looked at.

Commissioner Scuotto commented how important the RRB is. There are
three major contracts that are nearing their end, one within six months.
Commissioner Scuotto felt it was a disadvantage for Mr. Greenstein to hold off on
bringing TAC issues before the RRB because the minutes were not available.
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Mr. Greenstein responded that WRS staff is responsible for TAC minutes and it is
difficult to get a quick turn around.

Following additional discussion, Mr. Kaine and Mr. Greenstein agreed to provide
to the RRB, an Action Report following a TAC meeting with the backup of how
the vote was along with any major discussions that took place.

ltems Recommended by TAC for RRB Action

Mr. Kaine stated that both of the above programs continue to follow the theme of
being environmentally friendly and will help increase awareness and recycling
goals.

With regard to the curbside electronics recycling program, Mr. Kaine explained
that Oakland Park has their own staff who handles it.

Both these programs had a unanimous TAC vote.

Following a brief discussion, Mr. Peter Foye, Director, Recycling and Contract
Division, explained that there is an Adopt-A-Street and liter prevention omnibus
program that is within the WRS budget. Funding was not asked for, for the
Adopt-A-Street portion, which involved approximately 15 cities. Based upon the
discussions as Mr. Greenstein just pointed out, when Miami-Dade was
discussing litter in their city, and their program did not have a recycling
component, we identified the portions of our program that were recycle oriented
and asked for RRB funding.

Mayor Hersh questioned if it is not the member cities that are subsidizing events
that are taking place in cities that are non-members Why aren’t these cities
paying the costs of having these programs and events in their cities?

Mr. Foye responded that these are large events with a minority of people
attending who are not resource recovery system residents. The second
component is a program where high schools develop an awards program to raise
funds. These would be limited to Resource Recovery system schools.

(Commissioner Furr left the meeting room.)

A motion was made by Mayor Hersh and seconded by Mayor Naugle, to
defer, until the next RRB meeting, the Adopt-A-Street and Tackle Litter
Program, to have more information available.
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Vice Mayor Gold explained that he had a discussion with Mr. Steinfeld about a
possible conflict of interest regarding these items. A public committee that he
serves on is supportive.

Mr. Steinfeld stated that Vice Mayor Gold has no conflict and can vote on this
item. Any benefit Vice Mayor Gold has is for a public benefit and not a private
benefit, and therefore is not an ethics violation.

Commissioner Scuotto stated his City Commission recently adopted the Adopt-A-
Street Program.

Mr. Steinfeld stated that Commissioner Scuotto also has no conflict for the same
reasons.

The Chair now called for a vote on the motion to defer which passed 7-1,
with Vice Mayor Gold voting no.

A motion was made by Mayor Hersh to also defer the Oakland Park
Curbside Electronics Recycling Pilot Program to the next RRB meeting so
additional information can be given.

The Chair questioned Mayor Dallett-Walls if a deferral will cause any problems
for her city.

Mr. Ken Resor, Solid Waste Manager, City of Oakland Park, responded that the
agreement has not been signed yet and the city has no problem with a deferral.

The Chair now asked if there was a second to Mayor Hersh’s motion.
Commissioner Scuotto seconded the motion.

The Chair now called for a vote on the motion to defer which passed 7-1,
with Mayor Naugle voting no.

6. LEGAL COUNSEL REPORT

Mr. Steinfeld discussed the lawsuit SWS vs. Coral Springs and the District. The
district won a significant victory in getting the third count of the complaint
dismissed. The federal judge determined that construction demolition debris is
solid waste. Furthermore, there was a mediation that was scheduled two weeks
ago in Miami, in front of a federal mediator. The Plaintiff's offered the three
defendants, Coral Springs, the District and Waste Management, to pay to SWS,
$2.5 million and to allow SWS to compete in Coral Springs, notwithstanding the
fact Coral Springs has an exclusive franchise with Waste Management. The
Defendant’'s offered to lower the fees they are going to seek, should they be
victorious in this lawsuit. Most of the time spent in mediation was to educate the
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mediator as to the federal interstate commerce and flow control issues. After
approximately four hours, there was no settlement. Mr. Steinfeld commented
that he is very optimistic on the outcome of the lawsuit.

Secondly, Mr. Steinfeld reported on general flow control issues. He had recently
asked the Board's permission to look into flow control issues with the City of Fort
Lauderdale, the Town of Pembroke Park and the Town of Davie. As stated in his
previous memo, the flow control issues with the Town of Davie had resolved
itself, as the alleged violator moved out of the municipality. The City of Fort
Lauderdale is cooperating with regard to processing an audit of two of the
violators that have been identified. Unfortunately, Mr. Steinfeld stated he has lost
contact with the Town of Pembroke Park after writing two letters. He has spoken
with the town attorney and believes the flow control issues can be resolved.
Mr. Steinfeld stated that he is going to recommend to the administrative
subcommittee of TAC that the Plan of Operations be amended. Mr. Steinfeld,
along with WRS, are going to recommend that the alternative sites within
Broward County where non-processible waste goes, be de-listed until such time
as they agree to inspections at almost any time, and list their hours and licenses,
so it can be determined what solid waste is going in and out of those facilities.
Mr. Steinfeld felt this was a more realistic way to deal with this issue as opposed
to using code enforcement methods.

The Chair asked the Board if they had any questions, and reminded the Board
that with respect to the litigation involving Southern Waste, they are present in
the room. Members should keep that in mind while asking questions of their
attorney.

(With no questions for Mr. Steinfeld, the RRB proceeded with the next item.)

7. EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR REPORT

Continuing on with Mr. Steinfeld’s report, Mr. Greenstein explained that there
have been on-going discussions with Pembroke Park, and a letter was sent out
to them, as requested, asking them to be here at today’'s meeting. Their city
attorney is present.

Secondly, parcel 21 of the Alpha 250 site is an environmentally
sensitive property. The plat states it can only be used for passive park uses.
Roy Rodgers has requested that a boardwalk be constructed on the property.
Mr. Greenstein pointed out prior to going any further, he needs RRB approval to
continue discussion and possibly bring some form of an agreement to the Board.

The Chair clarified that the Executive Director is asking not for a motion to
approve this, but asking if there is any objection in pursuing discussion.

(There was no Board objection.)
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The 5™ amendment of the MRF agreement with Waste Management has a few
provisions in it pertaining to performance paperwork needed prior to signing off
on utilization at the facility.

The Chair questioned:

Are they in breach of the agreement?

What does that do with respect to sending recyclables to the MRF facility?
Is there documentation we have not received?

Have they been put on notice?

What does that do with respect to the district cities and county’s
obligation?

Mr. Steinfeld stated that they do believe that Waste Management is not in
conformity with the latest agreement, concerning transferring the MRF from the
site in Davie to Pembroke Park.

In response to a question raised by the Chair, Mr. Steinfeld stated that many
letters have been sent to Waste Management from WRS staff.

The Chair questioned if the Board would like to have a Special Meeting called
in order to discuss this issue prior to their projected grand opening that
Mr. Greenstein just referenced. At that time, Mr. Steinfeld can provide the RRB
with all letters sent to the MRF and any responses, so this Board can
determination what action, if any, is appropriate.

Mayor Hersh questioned why letters had not gone out on Mr. Steinfeld’'s
letterhead, if it is the opinion that they are in violation.

Mr. Steinfeld responded that there was correspondence stating they were
supposed to be coming into compliance very shortly.

The Chair added that it is the county who is the administrator on the MRF
agreement. The contract is between the county and Waste Management, but
nonetheless, if you look, MRF operations fall in the RRB budget.

Mr. Foye added that the county attorney and the Board attorney have opined that
they are in violation. This has been communicated with their council.

(At this time, Mr. Greenstein passed out a memo dated March 19, 2008 from
Peter Foye, entitted MRF Update — Operations and 5" Amendment Issues.)

(A copy of this memo is filed with the supplemental papers to the minutes of this
meeting.)
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Mr. Steinfeld added that he, along with the county attorney’s office, will be
sending out the necessary legal letters.

Mayor Hersh clarified that if Mr. Steinfeld has the jurisdiction to send out a legal
letter, he should.

Without objection, the Chair agreed to call a Special Meeting of the RRB, within
the next few weeks, only if the Chair deemed it necessary, following legal letters
that would be sent out. If a Special Meeting is needed, Mr. Greenstein would
check availability with Board members.

Mr. Steinfeld clarified that the contract is between the county and Waste
Management. What happened was, BFI was awarded the contract and then
Waste Management took over the contract. The District signed off on the
assignment. When the 5" Amendment was negotiated, the District also signed
off on that 5" Amendment. Again, under the ILA, the county is given the
responsibility to run the system.

Lastly, Mr. Greenstein commented upon the Code Enforcement issue. The
Sheriff's office had asked for a template. Mr. Steinfeld and Mr. Greenstein are
developing a draft template to send to the Board and the Sheriff's office.

8. ACTION ITEMS

Due to Mayor Walls having to leave the meeting shortly, the Chair announced
she will go out of order with some of the Action Items.

e Resolution approving Form Agreement between RRB and Partner Cities
for Parks

On motion of Vice Mayor Gold, seconded by Mayor Naugle and
unanimously carried, the RRB approved the Form Agreement between the
RRB and partner Cities for Parks.

e Resolution approving agreement for legal services with Eugene M.
Steinfeld commencing March 3, 2008 through March 30, 2010 with one
year option to renew

e Resolution approving bonus for 2006 and 2007 to Executive Director Ron
Greenstein

(The Board proceeded with a different Action Item.)

(Later in the meeting.)
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A substitute motion was made by Mayor Naugle, seconded by
Vice Mayor Gold and unanimously carried, to continue Mr. Steinfeld’s
services retroactive through May 31, 2008, in order to get additional
information on legal expenditures and have a lengthy discussion at the
next RRB meeting.

The Chair asked the RRB members to e-mail Mr. Kaine with any questions they
might have or any backup they might request regarding the Resolution just voted
on for legal services with Mr. Steinfeld, as well as the next Action Item
concerning the bonus for the Executive Director. Mr. Kaine agreed to take on the
responsibility of passing along to all Board members, any documentation
requested of the Executive Director and/or Legal Council.

The Board agreed to discuss both of these Action Items at the May 15, 2008
RRB meeting.

Additionally, Mayor Hersh commented that any e-mail the Executive Director
sends out at the request of a Board member, should be shared with all Board
members.

(Later in the meeting.)

e Resolution opposing the proposed expansion of the Central Disposal
Landfill by Waste Management, Inc. of Florida

On motion of Vice Mayor Gold, seconded by Commissioner Sarbone and
unanimously carried, the RRB approved the Resolution opposing the
proposed expansion of the Central Disposal Landfill by Waste
Management, Inc. of Florida.

(At this time, the Board went back to the Action Item concerning Mr. Steinfeld’s
legal services.)

9. DISCUSSION ITEMS

e Beach Glass funding in the amount of $300,000 contingent upon match of
$600,000 from other funding sources
e Forman Property Proposal for MRF

The Chair commented that the Forman Property was discussed earlier.

The Chair commented that the RRB has piloted a program where glass, which is
a commodity that does not bring in a lot of money at the MRF, is ground and
used as beach sand. The Chair asked if this program should continue.

The Board agreed to look into other alternatives for glass.

Motion to endorse TAC recommendation for FY 09 funding related to Oakland Park Electronics
Recycling Curbside Collection Pilot Project.Oakland Park pilot e-waste

Proposal
o Oakland Park is planning a pilot program to collect discarded electronics items at the curb with

their own staff and equipment, funded by the city.

e The only costs to the Resource Recovery System would be for the additional e-materials handled
by the electronics recycling contractor and limited outreach and promotional support: total
estimate approximately $43,500.

TAC unanimously approved these FY 2009 program actions at its February 26, 2008 meeting.

Background:
¢ In afew Florida communities, curbside collection of electronics is offered in conjunction with the

solid waste or bulky waste collections.
¢ The Oakland Park pilot curbside collection program would gauge residential participation, the
number and types of electronic materials recovered and program operational costs.

Program Details:

The program will target 5,700 homes in Oakland Park, with electronic devices eligible to be collected as
part of monthly residential bulk pickup service. City crews will be directed to leave electronic items at the
curb and notify dispatch for a separate follow-up collection. Oakland Park businesses will not be eligible
for the service.

A limited number of electronic items will be targeted as part of this program such as TVs, computers, PC
monitors, printers, faxes and copiers. City staff will deliver the old electronic items to its public works
yard for temporary storage inside a covered 40 yard roll-off container owned by the city. ARC Broward
will collect the materials from inside the roll-off once contacted by city staff.

The City will promote the program through targeted means including the use of the City’s newsletter,
cable channel, utility bill statements, homeowners association newsletters and the Oakland Park Beacon
(a weekly newspaper delivered only to Oakland Park residents). WRS will assist the City in drafting the
program messaging, and has committed to designing and printing a program-specific electronics
recycling brochure.

Qutcomes:
o Establish first of its kind collection program for electronics recycling in Broward County.
e Assess program effectiveness and establish curbside electronics recycling benchmarking data
including participation percentage, Ibs. collected, types of materials collected, operational costs.
o Extend electronics recycling services to additional residents through more convenient program
services.
e Provide crucial data to other RRS cities considering similar programs.

Events in the amount of $120,000.
Proposal
e Increase recycling and awareness of recycling and litter prevention efforts by funding
“Litter-Free” public events in Broward County.
e Two elements are included:
0 ‘“Litter-Free” events at major events at public venues attended by Broward
County residents.
o Partner with high school booster clubs to increase recycling within this
important age group at football games.

TAC unanimously approved these FY 2009 program actions.
Background:
e The connection between litter and recycling was raised during recent TAC and RRB
meetings.
e The TAC Programs Subcommittee recommended initiatives that address litter
prevention and increased recycling at major public events and other large gatherings.
e The concept for partnerships with high school booster clubs in RRS cities for
recycling at football games, labeled “Tackle Litter”, was also recommended for
approval.
e Both these initiatives would extend recycling principles beyond the home and
encourage environmental stewardship.

Program Details:

The programs involve the purchase of reusable litter stations for litter-free events. The
stations allow separate collection of trash, paper products, commingles containers, and
biodegradables / compostables. Other costs involve signage, banners, gloves, litter tongs,
t-shirts and other promotional items. “Tackle Litter” costs also include mini-grants to the high
school booster clubs, subject to their commitment to promote recycling at the football games,
encourage use of the recycling containers and recruitment of volunteers to collect
recyclables at the games. Staff will coordinate actions, establish the necessary agreements,
provide training for volunteers, undertake outreach activities, and monitor progress.

Outcomes:
Undertake 10 Litter Free Events

Establish “Tackle Litter” partnerships with 32 RRS High Schools

Educate over 30,000 event goers and thousands of HS football fans about recycling

Costs:

Tackle Litter grants 16,000

classroom.

TAC unanimously approved this FY 2009 program action at its February 26, 2008
meeting.

Background:

e Trash to Treasure (T2T) is a nhon-profit organization committed to reducing and
recycling waste. T2T'’s mission is to locate clean, re-usable materials (called “clean
scrap”) and redistribute these items as valuable educational and artistic resources.
These items are typically discarded by businesses and households.

o Teachers in Broward County often spend hundreds of dollars each year to
supplement their classrooms with needed creative and interactive materials for their
students. T2T assists educators by providing an inexpensive source of materials.
T2T also conducts workshops to on how to maximize the creative and educational
potential of these diverse materials.

o Resource Recovery Board members have previously expressed interest in providing
hands on resources to classroom teachers.

Program Details:

The Center is requesting $8,280 in grant funding from the Broward County Resource
Recovery Board to provide membership for at least one teacher in each public
elementary school in Broward County for the 2008-09 school year.

Qutcomes:
e Teachers’ participation will be monitored and support provided, as needed.
e Data on number of children served and how many pounds of waste are diverted
will be provided.
e Trash to Treasure will provide an interim report on progress no later than January
31, 2009. Trash to Treasure will provide a final report on the results of this
proposal no later than September 30, 2009.

This is an Agreement between THE RESOURCE RECOVERY BOARD, the governing
body of THE BROWARD SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL DISTRICT, hereinafter referred to
as “RRB” and the South Florida Reuse and Recycling Institute, Inc., hereinafter referred
to as “"GRANTEE,”

WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, GRANTEE is a not-for-profit 501 C (3) organization; and
WHEREAS, GRANTEE has been created with a mission to:

1. Model ways to reduce, reuse and recycle by accepting reusable
residential materials that are not recyclable in our community;

2. Help businesses reduce disposal costs through diversion to reuse and
recycling;

3. Provide abundant and inexpensive materials for educators, families,
artists, and others who work with children and/or education and
the arts; and

4. Offer workshops to raise awareness about reusable materials,
creativity, and healthy human development for children and adults.

WHEREAS, RRB recommends funding to assist GRANTEE with their reuse and
recycling efforts; and

WHEREAS, RRB has determined that these expenditures serve a DISTRICT and public
purpose and have included same in the budget of the RRB; NOW THEREFORE,

IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual terms, conditions, promises, covenants and
payments hereinafter set forth, RRB and GRANTEE agree as follows:

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES
GRANTEE shall use this grant solely as described in its grant proposal (Exhibit
“A”) attached hereto.




TERM
The term of this Agreement shall commence on October 1, 2008, and shall end
on September 30, 2009.

COMPENSATION

$8,280.00 pursuant to this Agreement, which amount shall be accepted by
GRANTEE as full compensation for all such work and shall be spent solely on
expenses outlined in Exhibit A. GRANTEE agrees to expend the funds granted
no later than the termination date of this Agreement.

GRANTEE may submit an invoice of $8,280.00 upon execution of this
Agreement.

CHANGE IN SCOPE OF SERVICES

The RRB may approve changes to the Scope of Services provided that the total
grant awarded remains unchanged.

Proposed changes to the Scope of Services shall be made in writing, signed by
GRANTEE and may be approved by the RRB Executive Director.

INDEMNIFICATION

GRANTEE shall at all times hereafter indemnify, hold harmless and, at Counsel
of the RRB’s option, defend or pay for an attorney selected by The Counsel of
the RRB to defend the RRB, Broward Solid Waste Disposal District and Broward
County, its officers, agents, servants, and employees against any and all claims,
losses, liabilities, and expenditures of any kind, including attorney’s fees, court
costs, and expenses, caused by the negligent act or omission of GRANTEE, its
employees, agents, servants, or officers, or accruing, resulting from or related to
the subject matter of the Agreement including, without limitation, any and all
claims, demands, or causes of action of any nature whatsoever resulting from
injuries or damages sustained by any person or property. The provisions of this
section shall survive the expiration or earlier termination of this Agreement.

AUDIT RIGHT AND RETENTION OF RECORDS

RRB shall have the right to audit books, records (including financial receipts),
and accounts of GRANTEE that are related to this Agreement. GRANTEE shall
keep such books, record, and accounts as may be necessary in order to record
complete and correct entries related to this Agreement. All books, records, and
accounts of GRANTEE shall be kept in written form, or in a form capable of




conversion into written form within a reasonable time, and upon request to do so,
GRANTEE shall make same available in written form at no cost to RRB.

GRANTEE shall preserve and make available, at reasonable times for
examination and audit by RRB, all financial records, supporting documents,
statistical records, and any other documents pertinent to this Agreement for the
required retention period of the Florida Public Records Act (Chapter 119, Florida
Statutes), if applicable, or, if the Florida Public Records Act is not applicable, for
a minimum period of three (3) years after earlier termination of this Agreement. If
an audit has been initiated and audit findings have not been resolved at the end
of the retention period or three (3) years, whichever is longer, the books, records,
and accounts shall be retained by GRANTEE until final resolution of the audit
findings. If the Florida Public Records Act is determined by RRB to be applicable
to GRANTEE’s records, GRANTEE shall comply with all requirements thereof;
however, no confidentiality or non-disclosure requirement of either federal or
state law shall be violated by GRANTEE. Any incomplete or incorrect entry in
such books, records, and accounts shall be a basis for RRB’s disallowance and
recovery of any payment upon such entry.

EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY (EEQ) COMPLIANCE

GRANTEE shall not unlawfully discriminate against any person in its operations
and activities or in its use or expenditure of funds in fulfilling its obligations under
this Agreement. GRANTEE shall affirmatively comply with all applicable
provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) in the course of providing
any services funded by RRB, including Titles | and Il of the ADA (regarding
nondiscrimination on the basis of disability) and all applicable regulations,
guidelines, and standards. In addition, GRANTEE shall take affirmative steps to
ensure nondiscrimination in employment against disabled persons.

GRANTEE's decisions regarding the delivery of services under this Agreement
shall be made without regard to or consideration of race, age, religion, color,
gender, sexual orientation (Broward County Code, Chapter 162) in performing
any services pursuant to this Agreement.

THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES

Neither GRANTEE nor RRB intends to directly or substantially benefit a third
party by this Agreement. Therefore, the parties agree that there are no third party
beneficiaries to this Agreement and that no third party shall be entitled to assert a
right or claim against either of them based upon this Agreement.

ASSIGNMENT

Neither this Agreement nor any interest herein shall be assigned, transferred, or
encumbered without the prior written consent of the other party. For the RRB,
such written consent may be given by the RRB through the RRB Executive
Director.

MATERIALITY AND WAVIER OF BREACH

RRB AND GRANTEE agree that each requirement, duty, and obligation set forth
herein is substantial and important to the formation of this Agreement and,
therefore, is a material term hereof.

RRB'’s failure to enforce any provision of this Agreement shall not be deemed a
waiver of such provision or modification of this Agreement. A waiver of any
breach of a provision of this Agreement shall not be deemed a waiver of any
subsequent breach and shall not be construed to be a modification of the terms
of this Agreement.

SEVERANCE

In the event a portion of this Agreement is found by a court of competent
jurisdiction to be invalid, the remaining provisions shall continue to be effective
unless RRB or GRANTEE elects in writing to terminate this Agreement.

An election to terminate this Agreement based upon this provision shall be made
within seven (7) days after the finding by the court becomes final.

WAIVER OF JURY TRIAL

By entering into this Agreement, GRANTEE and RRB hereby expressly waive
any rights either party may have to a trial by jury of any civil litigation related to
this Agreement.

JOINT PREPARATION

The parties acknowledge that they have sought and received whatever
competent advice and counsel necessary for them to form a full and complete
understanding of all rights and obligations herein and that the preparation of this
Agreement has been their joint effort. The language agreed to expresses their
mutual intent and the resulting document shall not, solely as a matter of judicial
construction, be construed more severely against one of the parties than the
other.

COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

GRANTEE shall comply with all federal, state, and local laws, codes, ordinances,
rules, and regulations in performing its duties, responsibilities, and obligations
related to this Agreement.

REPRESENTATION OF AUTHORITY
Each individual executing this Agreement on behalf of any entity does hereby
represent and warrant that he or she is, on the date he or she signs this
Agreement, duly authorized by all necessary and appropriate action to execute
this Agreement on behalf of such party.
