l. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting of the Resource Recovery Board Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) was called
to order by Tom Good, Chair, at 9:50 a.m. on March 24, 2006, in the 2nd Floor Hearing Room
of Broward Government Center West. Roll call was taken and a quorum was present.

Il APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mr. Good requested one change to the minutes of the TAC meeting of March 24, 2006:
The fourth bullet of Item IV should read "A scope of services will likely be required
before a weight generation study can be done." The minutes were unanimously
approved as amended.

M. STATEMENT OF MEETING OBJECTIVES

Today’s meeting will include discussion on the weight generation study for further clarification
and more about the Resource Recovery bonds for a better understanding of what those bonds
are regarding the MRF and the termination date of the ILA.

V. RRB EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR REPORT

At 10:09 a.m. Ron Greenstein, RRB Executive Director, briefly attended the meeting via
telephone. He gave an update on the status of the ILA 10th Amendment informing the
Committee that there had been a technical change in the amendment. He is waiting for this
week's change in some of the mayors before sending the document and cover letter out to the
ILA Mayors. TAC will be provided copies of the documents sent to the mayors.

There was discussion regarding the County Resource Recovery System bonds. Mr. Greenstein
stated that this discussion should be deferred to next month's meeting after he has had a
chance to sit down with legal counsel.

Mr. Greenstein said that checks from the Parks Recycling Program would be released within
the next three weeks. There was discussion regarding what would happen to unclaimed
money.

Mr. Greenstein said a member of the School Board had inquired about the School Board
becoming a member of TAC.

Mr. Greenstein's call ended and the committee went on to OLD BUSINESS in his absence.

Mr. Good requested that Waste and Recycling Services (WRS) determine what the balance is
on the Resource Recovery System's bonds that are linked to the Interlocal Agreement (ILA)

Discussion ensued regarding the term and balance of the bonds, and the impact on the use of

reserves for emergency loans.

RRB Composition Status

Mr. Good requested that Mr. Steinfeld clarify the technical change mentioned by Mr.

Greenstein regarding the 10th ILA amendment.

Mr. Steinfeld explained that the change was made because too many appointments are
made by the Broward League of Cities. The change clarifies how two of the members will be

appointed. The change in the amendment reads as follows:

Mr. Good said it was his understanding from the February 24, 2006, TAC meeting, that a
consultant would prepare a scope of services of what that weight generation study was going
to entail and that scope of services was then going to go to a subcommittee or even just TAC
in general for recommendations or endorsements and if it met the acid test they would go

(d) Two (2) members. Each member is to be chosen by the
highest ranking office of the Broward League of Cities or its
successor organization, held by an elected official from a
municipal CONTRACT COMMUNITY. If no office of the Broward
League of Cities is held by an elected official from a CONTRACT
COMMUNITY, the appointments shall be made by the past
President of the Broward League of Cities from a CONTRACT
COMMUNITY, which most recently served as President of the
Broward League of Cities. If no past President of the Broward
League of Cities is available to make the appointments, same
shall be made by the Director of the Broward League of Cities
from a CONTRACT COMMUNITY which has the longest service
as a Director with the Broward League of Cities.

A discussion ensued and the following points were made:

The City of Cooper City sent a letter that initiated dialogue regarding a weight
generation study at the January 27, 2006, TAC meeting. At the February 24, 2006,
TAC meeting, Mr. Greenstein suggested that a scope of services would be required
before the weight generation study could be done and a discussion followed.

Committee members who were absent from the February 24, 2006, TAC meeting
had questions that Mr. Good said had been discussed at the meeting they missed.
Mr. Good requested that the recording secretary prepare verbatim minutes of the
weight generation study from the February 24, 2006, meeting and send them to the
TAC members.



e Some TAC members requested copies of the letter that initiated the weight
generation study. Mr. Good said he could request the letter, but that did not mean
Cooper City would provide it.

e Further discussion on the subject was tabled because Carl Miller, the Cooper City

TAC representative, was not present. Mr. Good said he will make sure Mr. Miller
attends the next TAC meeting.

In the absence of Tom Richter, there was no report.
INFRASTRUCTURE - Hunter Varnedoe, Chair
In the absence of Hunter Varnedoe, there was no report.
PROGRAMS - Casey Eckels, Chair
Ms. Eckels, City of Fort Lauderdale, introduced Phil Bresee, WRS Recycling Project Manager,
and he and Sandy Gutner of Malcolm Pirnie, proceeded to give a PowerPoint presentation on the

progress of the Beach Glass Demonstration Project. The presentation will soon be on the WRS
website.

VII. NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Steinfeld informed the committee that he received a call from a member of the Broward
County School Board who was interested in having a staff member on the RRB. He suggested
that she have a staff member attend TAC meetings because most of the work that goes to the
RRB comes to TAC.

Mr. Steinfeld said the same person called Mr. Greenstein, telling him that they plan to bid out a
county-wide school collection franchise - or rather a contract. This may be in conflict with the
municipal ordinance, especially in municipalities with unified (exclusive) trash-hauling franchises.
Mr. Steinfeld wanted the members to be aware of this issue. He then took questions from the
members.

Mr. Good asked Mr. Greenstein if TAC would know if the bid went out and was told that it would
have to be a public situation. Mr. Good stated that there was nothing to be done until they take
the next steps and asked the committee if there were any more questions on the matter. There
were none.

Mr. Good said he recently received an email from Peter Foye, WRS/RCAD Director regarding
debris management. This lead in to a discussion on the concept of having access to multiple
vendors and Mr. Foye said he would like to bring this topic up again at a meeting.

Enclosed please find the corrected version of the tenth amendment to the Inter-local agreement creating the Broward Solid Waste
Disposal District.

This amendment re-configures the representation on the Resource Recovery Board (the governing body of the District) to put the Board in
the hands of the Member Municipal Communities of the District. As the Municipal Members contribute the vast majority of the waste to
the District, this change accurately reflects this reality.

The present configuration of the Resource Recovery Board is five (5) County members and four (4) Municipal members and in alternating
years four (4) County Members and five (5) Municipal members.

The proposed amendment provides for the appointment of one (1) County Commissioner and eight (8) Municipal members to sit on the
Resource Recovery Board. Three (3) members of the Board will be appointed by the three (3) largest member Municipalities in
population. Three (3) members will be appointed by the member Municipalities closest to the median in population. The two (2)
remaining Municipal members of the Board will be appointed by the highest officer from a member City of the Broward League of Cities
(if there is no officer of the League from a member city, a member Past President or member Director would make the appointment).

The Chair of the Board will continue to be appointed by the Board, but will no longer alternate between County and City members.

TENTH AMENDMENT TO THE
INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT CREATING
THE BROWARD COUNTY SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL DISTRICT

This Tenth Amendment is dated for convenience as April 15, 2006, to the
Interlocal Agreement with Broward County for Solid Waste Disposal Services
(“Interlocal Agreement”), dated for convenience as November 25, 1986, by and
between Broward County, a political subdivision of the State of Florida, by and
through its Board of County Commissioners (‘COUNTY”) and the Municipalities
who are parties to the Interlocal Agreement (‘CONTRACT COMMUNITIES”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the composition of the Resource Recovery Board (“BOARD”), the
Governing Body of the Broward Solid Waste Disposal District is composed of nine
(9) members; and

WHEREAS, the Board was composed of a membership reflecting the
governments which controlled the flow of solid waste within Broward County in
1987; and

WHEREAS, the incorporated portion of Broward County in 2006 has
significantly grown; and

WHEREAS, the unincorporated portion of Broward County in 2006 has
significantly gotten smaller; and

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the parties to the Interlocal Agreement to
reflect the present governments in control of solid waste flow in Broward County
on the Board.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties do amend the Interlocal Agreement as
follows:

Section 5.2 Composition of the Interlocal Agreement is amended to read:
“5.2 Composition. The Resource Recovery Board shall be comprised of
nine (9) members. Starting April, 2007, the board shall be comprised

as follows:

(@) Omne (1) member shall be appointed by the County
Commission.
