Mr. Kaine explained the importance of the TAC Subcommittees in regard to the future of the 
Resource Recovery System.

He explained that the Administration Subcommittee had been without leadership for an 
extended period of time and that the Infrastructure and Programs Subcommittees, that he 
and the new TAC Vice Chair had been chairing, would also need new chairs. 
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Mr. Kaine encouraged the members to consider in which of the three subcommittees they 
would prefer to participate. All members present then chose a subcommittee and their 
names were recorded.  
 
Mr. Kaine also discussed the creation of additional subcommittees in the future. 
 
 

Rescheduling of TAC Meeting Dates (Action Item) 
 

Mr. Kaine informed the Committee that the future TAC meetings would need to be 
rescheduled to allow time for the executive minutes to be included in the RRB agendas.  
After discussion among the group, it was determined that scheduling TAC meetings to occur 
on the last Tuesday of the month should allow adequate time. 
 
UPON MOTION by Susan Dean, Town of Davie, and seconded by Carl Miller, Cooper 
City, the Committee unanimously agreed to hold future TAC meetings, beginning in 
August 2007, on the last Tuesday of each month allowing for rescheduling as 
necessary.

Mr. Kaine told the group that Greg Slagle, City of Fort Lauderdale, had been appointed to 
chair the Administrative Subcommittee.

Phil Bresee, WRS/RCAD, pointed out that mixed paper was the first new material added to 
the residential recycling program since 1993.  He has requested information from all the 
cities regarding this project and will resend his request for the benefit of those who had not 
yet responded.

Mr. Benton explained that participation was less than had been expected, but anticipated 
more participation now that the hurricane season is officially here. 
    

• Ash Monofill Update 
 

Ram Tewari, WRS/SWOD Director, informed the group that Broward Emergency 
Management Agency (BEMA) had requested that he provide them with the dates of 
Hurricane training sessions: June 12, 13 and 28, 2007. He said the agendas are available 
through BEMA. 
Mr. Tewari requested that any cities with all-inclusive hurricane debris contracts contact him 
so he may be provided with information. 
He discussed increasing the acreage of the ash monofill and explained that they are 
working with FPL to relocate six poles. 
The group discussed the approved use of ash in products such as concrete. Mr. Gutner 
explained that a feasibility study had shown that without a sustainable market, such a 
program would not be financially beneficial. 
Arif Shad, President of Britannia Companies Corporation, informed the group that students 
from Plantation High School had built a car that uses alternative fuel and would compete in 
a race from Texas to New York to promote the use of alternative fuels.

RE:  Summer Advertising Campaigns 
 
Waste and Recycling Services’ Public Education Section has embarked on new advertising campaigns 
promoting Broward County’s Resource Recovery System. The campaigns, which will take place from mid-July 
through September 30, will include new advertising outlets (through Sun-Sentinel’s website, Sun-Sentinel.com), 
a print advertisement campaign with the Sun-Sentinel newspaper, and an outreach campaign with Sawgrass 
Mills Mall. 
 
The online advertising campaign with Sun-Sentinel.com will feature an advertising rectangle located on the 
center right area of Sun-Sentinel.com home page. Another advertisement, either a leaderboard (top of page) or 
skyscraper (tall ad on the sides of the page), will be featured in the Entertainment page of the site. Both of 
these advertisements will direct users to the Waste and Recycling Services homepage through a website hot 
link. In addition, the site will feature 10-second “intro commercials” that will run at the beginning of video 
content within the sponsored pages (News, Sports, Weather). 
 
Another aspect of this summer’s promotion will feature two different inserts: the first promotes all elements of 
Broward County’s Resource Recovery System – Recycling, Waste-to-Energy and Landfilling (with emphasis 
placed on recycling). The other insert will promote the household hazardous waste and electronics recycling 
programs. Both inserts will be distributed by the Sun-Sentinel newspaper during the months of July, August and 
September, as direct mail pieces and as inserts in the newspaper.  
 
Finally, an outreach campaign with Sawgrass Mills Mall will highlight recycling and electronics recycling.  The 
promotion will feature 10 banners (five displaying information on recycling and five displaying information on 
electronics recycling). The banners, each eight feet tall by four feet wide, will be hung from the ceiling at the 
Garden Food Court (located near the Target entrance). Table tents with information about both programs will 
be placed on all tables, and posters will be placed throughout the mall. Promotional messages will be 
displayed on the Sawgrass Mills website and will hot link to the WRS website. Information about the 
programs will also be included in the Back to School Direct Mail that is sent by Sawgrass Mills to over 
50,000 homes.
