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I.   CALL TO ORDER 

The meeting of the Resource Recovery Board Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) was called to order by 
Tom Good, Chair, at 9:35 a.m. on August 25, 2006, at Broward Government Center West. Roll call was taken 
and a quorum was present. 

 

II.    APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Bob Taylor, City of Wilton Manors, made the motion to approve the minutes of the July 28, 2006, TAC 
Meeting.   

There was discussion surrounding the fact that some of the cities were listed in the "Abstained" column 
regarding the motion to request that there be a bid process for the MRF.  

Gene Steinfeld, RRB Legal Counsel, explained that no member should abstain unless there was private 
benefit, or the appearance of private benefit. 

Ron Greenstein, RRB Executive Director, said the matter of how the involved cities intended to vote should 
be taken up later in the meeting under OLD BUSINESS. 

There was no further discussion regarding the minutes and they were approved unanimously. 

 

 

III. STATEMENT OF MEETING OBJECTIVES 

Mr. Good informed the committee that he would need to leave the meeting at 10:30 a.m. and; therefore, the 
meeting would not follow the order of the agenda. 

Odette Reza-Brown, Waste and Recycling Services Education Coordinator, informed the committee that 
Household Hazardous Waste brochures, Electronics Recycling brochures, and Flare brochures would be 
available after the meeting.  

Mr. Good announced that Item VIII on the agenda would be pulled since there was no representative from 
the City of Fort Lauderdale to make the presentation. 

Mr. Good then went on to Items VI and VII on the agenda. 

 

 

IV. RRB EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR REPORT 

(10:24 a.m.) Ron Greenstein, RRB Executive Director, told the members that a Special Meeting of the 
Resource Recovery Board was held on August 24, 2006.  He said there was no new business discussed or 
acted on. He told them that the Super Bowl action item was tabled due to budgetary complications but would 
be on the September 21, 2006, RRB agenda. 

Mr. Greenstein indicated that it would be advisable to reschedule future TAC meetings to occur before RRB 
meetings so he may be prepared to present TAC-initiated issues at the RRB meetings. 

He informed the group that RRB approved a joint RRB/TAC meeting for October 19, 2006. He said the 
Bureau of Economic Demography Report will be out before the meeting, so they will know which three cities 
are considered median sized by population. They will also know who the RRB representative from Coral 
Springs will be. These four future RRB representatives will be invited to sit at the table and be part of the 
discussion, although they will not be official members of the board until April of 2007. 

Mr. Greenstein recommended that they update the Plan of Operations and the Strategic Plan so they will 
have a basis for discussion at the joint meeting. He advised them to incorporate the best parts of the Policy 
Statement from the Broward County Trash Summit into the Plan.    
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Eugene Steinfeld, RRB Legal Counsel, told the members that a recommendation was made to the RRB to 
provide TAC not only with the Interlocal Agreement but with an ordinance of the County to basically ensure 
that private members are in compliance with the ethics laws of the state.   

He said it is important for members of TAC who are not public employees to understand that even though 
they sit on this committee, if they perceive that they or their private employers may receive a benefit or 
detriment by an item that is being recommended by TAC, they must abstain from voting and file a 
Memorandum of Voting Conflict form.  

He said it would be highly unusual for a member with a public employer to have to abstain - the member or a 
family member would have to personally benefit.   

There was discussion regarding the 9th amendment to the ILA, and contract termination dates.  WRS offered 
to inform the TAC members where to find additional information on the WRS website. 

Mr. Greenstein accepted questions from the members; then Mr. Salamon went on to OLD BUSINESS. 

 

V. OLD BUSINESS  

Cheryl Miller, City of Deerfield Beach, made the motion to reopen for consideration the vote taken at 
the last TAC meeting regarding sending the MRF out for an RFP. The motion was seconded and 
discussion followed.  

Ms. Miller requested that the record show that Deerfield was in favor of sending the MRF out for bid and that 
she did not abstain, contrary to the July 28, 2006, TAC meeting minutes. 

Due to misunderstandings regarding voting and the making of motions at the July 28, 2006, TAC meeting, 
Gene Steinfeld, RRB Legal Counsel, clarified: 

• A motion cannot be made by an alternate TAC member when the primary TAC member is present.  

• An abstention from voting requires a legitimate reason and documentation must be filed within fifteen 
days of the abstention. (Memorandum of Voting Conflict forms may be obtained from Elle Ciccone, 
TAC Minutes Recorder.)  

Brad Kaine, City of Weston, made the motion to void the motion made by Casey Eckels at the July 28, 
2006, TAC meeting regarding sending the MRF out for an RFP due to the fact that it violated TAC's 
governing ordinances in that she is an alternate TAC member and the primary TAC member of her 
city was also in attendance at that particular meeting. Rich Michaud, City of Coral Springs, seconded 
the motion and it passed unanimously.  

(11:01 a.m. Troy Gies left meeting) 

Further discussion followed and the members did not rule out the possibility of putting the MRF out for an 
RFP; however, it was decided not to put it to a vote at today's meeting.  

Mr. Salamon announced the dates of the next TAC and RRB meetings and requested a motion to adjourn.

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VII. TAC MRF AD HOC SUBCOMMITTEE REPORT 

 

John Benton, Chair of the TAC MRF Ad hoc Subcommittee, reported on the two meetings held - August 11 
and August 18, 2006. He said particular topics of interest were revenue, expense-neutral provisions, and the 
contract going forward to 2009. He said they sought counsel from the RRB attorney regarding the drafting of 
the "hold-harmless" stipulation.   

(9:50 Troy Gies arrives) 

Mr. Steinfeld plans to have a draft prepared by September 8, 2006.   

Mr. Benton said a motion was passed at the August 11, 2006, meeting to direct a letter to the Public Works 
Directors and City Managers requesting their input regarding the possible relocation of the MRF.  The letter 
went out and some responses were received from Public Works Directors expressing their concerns. These 
concerns will be discussed at future TAC Ad hoc Subcommittee meetings and possibly incorporated into Mr. 
Steinfeld's draft.   

He encouraged the members to contact their city officials and have them respond with a list of concerns.   

(9:52 Jindracek arrives) 

A discussion followed. 

Richard Salamon, City of Sunrise, said there are a lot of challenges facing the system including: 

• Varying bond and contract expiration dates 

• Competition  

• The RRS does not own land for a MRF 

• The RRS does not have transfer stations, landfills, etc. 

• Limited time to make strategic decisions 

 

Mr. Salamon explained to the members that the RRB MRF Contract Ad hoc Committee had made the 
following recommendations: 

• The move and the contract extension should be dealt with separately. 

• The move to Reuters be approved, but with the following stipulations: 

1. The Cities will be held harmless - basically, cities will not have any negative financial impact 
from the move 

2. The RRS will add some additional recycling material to the system 

 

Mr. Salamon said members attending the TAC MRF Ad hoc Subcommittee meetings felt that the move and 
the contract extension should not be dealt with separately. 

Mr. Greenstein told the members that the RRB MRF Contract Ad hoc Committee would not meet again until 
the TAC MRF Ad hoc Subcommittee makes its recommendations.  

There was much discussion regarding making TAC's recommendations known to the RRB and it was 
determined that the September TAC meeting needed to be rescheduled so the sequence of meetings fits the 
situation.  

 

Rich Michaud made the motion to change the TAC meeting from September 22 to September 15, 2006. 
The motion was unanimously carried. 
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Mr. Good, as earlier stated, had to leave the meeting and turned it over to Richard Salamon, the TAC Vice 
Chair.

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INCREASING COMMITMENT TO BUY RECYCLED PAPER POLICIES 
 

The procurement and use of recycled paper in place of virgin paper has 
profound and documentable environmental impacts on energy savings, 
the reduction of air and water pollution and the preservation of our 
natural resources. Using high levels of recycled content paper (80-100%) 
that is also chlorine free further benefits the health and well-being of our 
people and planet. (Chlorine-free is what keeps the dioxins out of 
wastewater.) 
 
Furthermore, the technology of the recycled paper industry has 
advanced to the point where high quality paper is available and has 
properties that lend it to a variety of print needs—copy, full color 
processing, semi-gloss or satin, or earthy tones- and is available in 
various writing, text and cover stocks. While there are sometimes 
minimal, increased costs for the purchase of this environmentally 
preferable paper, we know that the true cost to our human health and 
planetary well-being is not reflected in the upfront cost of using bleached, 
virgin paper. 
 
Making a commitment to establish a policy of utilizing high levels of 
recycled paper that is chlorine-free, is part of government’s responsibility 
to save energy, provide for environmental stewardship and be 
accountable to the public to support programs of sustainability. 
 
In light of this, I make a motion that RRB, TAC and WRS commit to 
establishing a “buy recycled paper” policy that requires all paper used as 
part of daily business and all printed materials created or generated 
under the RRB umbrella,  
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• to utilize, when available, the highest possible recycled content , 
with a goal of achieving 80%-100%, chlorine free paper; 

•  to put the message re: the use of recycled and /or chlorine free on 
each printed piece; 

• and that this become effective immediately for each paper 
inventory as current inventories are depleted.

This report and its attachments provide Materials Recovery Facility (MRF) statistics and some analysis 
for the 3rd quarter of FY 2006 (April through June).   
 
MRF Tonnage Trends 
 
The total amount of RRS City recyclables delivered to the Waste Management-Recycle America  
(WMRA) MRF  decreased by 5% during the 3rd quarter of FY 2006 when compared to the 3rd quarter of 
FY 2005.  Program tonnages fell to 15,271 tons from 16,122 tons for the same time frame in FY 
2005. Total recyclables (includes commercial and non-RRS residential) delivered to the MRF also 
decreased, falling to 34,359 tons from 36,407, a drop of 6%.   
 
So far during FY 2006, RRS city MRF tonnages are down by 9% over FY 2005 totals (49,597 tons vs. 
45,070 tons).  Reasons for the decline in RRS Partner City tonnages were detailed during the 2nd quarter 
MRF report.  The Programs Subcommittee has been tasked with reviewing and recommending strategies 
to increase residential recycling participation throughout RRS cities.   
 
Attachment 1 details city-by-city deliveries by commodity (newspaper = ONP; aluminum, ferrous, plastic 
and glass food and beverage containers = RGD or rigid) for the first three quarters of FY 2006.   
  
MRF Revenues & Recyclables Markets 
 
RRS Partner Cities earned $1,231,572 in recyclables revenues during the 3rd quarter.  Year-over-year 3rd 
quarter revenues for Program recyclables show a decrease of 5% for FY 2006 vs. FY 2005. Per-ton city 
revenues for FY 2006 have averaged $80.65 vs. $85.70 realized during the 3rd quarter of FY 2005.  For 
the year RRS Partner Cities have seen a total of $3,856,850 in Program material revenues, which is about 
5% less than the $4,049,848 earned during the first three quarters of FY 2005. 
 



 
 
Attachment 2 details overall RRS tonnages and revenues for the first 3 quarters of FY 2006 along with 
historical statistics.   
 
Waste Management-Recycle America (WM-RA) has been able to stay above SWA in revenues 
for OCC and aluminum (see attached). WM-RA also enjoyed a 77% advantage in average 
revenue received per ton for ferrous metals.  SWA showed slight revenue advantages in plastics 
and ONP and significant advantages in glass (in part because they utilize mixed broken glass for 
landfill cover). 
 
MRF Operations 
             
MRF Facility Inspections – Malcolm Pirnie, Inc., (MPI), continues to perform scheduled monthly 
inspections/walk-throughs and make recommendations to enhance mechanical and processing 
efficiencies, and note upgrades to the facility as well. MPI also attends monthly meetings with RCAD to 
discuss inspection findings and related issues. Also in draft form is the MRF’s Semi Annual Operational 
Monitoring Report which will be made available to TAC once reviewed and finalized.

RE:  WASTE TIRE REPORT – FY 2006 3rd Quarter 
 
Program Background & Summary: 
 
This memorandum details Waste Tire Program activities for the 3rd quarter of FY 2006.  
Associated program summaries and spreadsheets are attached. 
 
Broward County’s Waste Tire Program funds the removal of illegal tire piles, provides for drop-
off sites and intermediate processing at the BIC landfill.  Suppression activities are carried out 
through an ILA with the Broward County Sheriff’s Office (BSO) and with County and municipal 
agencies.  In the 3rd quarter of FY 2006, more than 12,000 tires weighing in at 127 tons were 
recovered by the Waste Tire Program. The majority of the tires captured through the Waste Tire 
Program are processed through the Waste to Energy plants. 
 
 
FY 2006 3rd Quarter Program Details: 
 

• Tire Dump Site Cleanup Throughout ILA Partner Cities – Waste tire sites continued 
to be addressed through BSO and municipal enforcement and removal actions. Tire sites 
are typically cleared through the BSO clean-ups program, sometimes utilizing inmate 
work crews and labor.  WRS staff has continued to track and analyze dump sites utilizing 
GIS mapping technology.  During the 3rd quarter of FY 2006, 117 sites were cleared with 
some 5,978 tires removed.  In comparison, a total of 109 sites were cleared with some 
9,143 tires removed by BSO in the 3rd quarter of FY 2005 representing a 35% decrease.   

 
• Drop-off Facilities for Residents and Governmental Agencies – Permanent waste tire 

drop-off containers are located at the three county Trash Transfer Stations, as well as in 
the cities of Davie, Deerfield Beach, Hollywood, Lauderhill and Oakland Park. These 
containers provide intermediate disposal sites for the small tire piles removed by BSO, 
and provide opportunities for residents and government agencies to dispose tires on a 
routine basis. During the 3rd quarter of FY 2006, 6,755 tires were collected through the 
drop-off facilities from residents and governmental agencies. 

 
• Waste Tire Suppression Programs – Suppression programs involve partnerships among 

the BSO and local agencies and consist of education, prevention and enforcement actions. 
During the 3rd quarter of FY 2006 a total of 298 suppression activities were conducted by 
BSO including 179 inspections of retail shops, 35 vehicle-stops (4 citation/arrests) and 84 
educational sessions with code enforcement officials, community groups as well as 
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retailers.  A total of 266 people attended these educational presentations. By comparison, 
a total of 247 suppression activities were conducted by BSO in the 3rd quarter of FY 2005 
representing an increase of 8% for FY 2006. 

 
• Program Expenditures – Waste tire program outlays for the 3rd quarter of FY 2006 have 

totaled $55,505 with year to date expenditures totaling $153,279. Third quarter outlays 
include $43,256 for contractual services from the BSO, and $12,249 in tire tipping fee 
expenses.
