I.  Integrates  existing  or  planned  redevelopment  (10  points)  
 

J.  Partners  with  additional  agency  in  regional  initiative  (5  points)  
 

K.  Supports  Ocean  Outfall  Legislation  (5  pts)  
 

L.  Delivers  positive  message  (5  points)  
 

M.  Provides  for  timely  implementation  (5  points)
